Public transport can be your first savings in a city
like Atlanta.

There I was at Hartsfield-Jackson Airport, pondering how best to get to my
downtown Atlanta hotel. I could take a cab for $32, a shuttle for $16.50, or the
Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority for $2.

No contest. I rode a clean, safe MARTA train to within two blocks of my hotel
and, since I had only a carry-on bag, easily walked the rest of the way. I had
saved enough for a down payment on an extravagant meal, complete with mint
julep, at Pittypat's Porch.

Atlanta isn't alone in offering economical public transportation, via subway or
light rail, from its airport. "I always take the El from O'Hare," a Chicagoan told
me. "Not only is it cheaper, it's a lot faster during rush hour." Public transit may
not be for those weighted down with luggage, but it is available at several city
airports from Boston to Philadelphia to Minneapolis/St. Paul to San Francisco.

Go to the website of the airport or public transit system to find out if such
travel is available, and where at the airport the transit station is.
